One of the gifts that Evangelical Lutheran Worship has given to us are the
prayers around communion. The offertory prayer says: "Turn our hearts toward
those who hunger in any way, that all may know your care..." Another says:
"Use us, and what we have gathered, in feeding the world with your love..."
The post communion prayer says: "By your spirit strengthen us to serve all in
need and give ourselves away as bread for the hungry..."

| reflect on these lines as the season of Lent approaches. What does it mean to
turn our hearts towards those who are hungry, to feed the world with love, and
to give ourselves away as bread for the hungry?

Mid-week Lent gatherings at the Lutheran Church of the Resurrection will reflect
on the various ways that humans are wounded; those places where there is
hunger and need for healing. Where in your life is there a hunger for healing?
Perhaps nourishment for you would come in the healing of illness, bread to
satisfy hurt spirits or emotional turmoil, or feeding with love a broken
relationship. Lent is the time when | reflect on brokeness, stale bread within
me, and try to throw out the bread that has gone moldy. It takes a lot of
emotional energy and | sometimes ask, "Why bother?". Well | bother because |
am in constant need of healing. | bother because every week | am reminded
that | am to give myself away as bread for the hungry.

We've all eaten bread, most of us having bread every day. There is some that
is more memorable than others. Smell and taste a soft warm white flour roll.
Now taste that last piece of crust from a loaf of bread that has been on the
kitchen counter for a week. Which kind of bread tastes the best? Which kind of
bread would you give to a guest in your house?

| would like God to use me to satisfy the hungry, to feed the world with God's
love, and | believe God's love tastes more like soft warm rolls, than dry crusts.
We as the people of God, despite how we might feel at times like old crusts, are
given a warm delicious gift to share with the world. We have hope.



As we approach Lent, | encourage you and your congregations to ponder the
prayers said in your communities during the celebration of communion. Take the
words to heart and act on them.

Go and give yourselves away as bread for the hungry.
Feed the world with God's love.

Information about poverty in
Lunenburg and Lunenburg County is
shared in Sunday bulletins, Zion
newsletters and the showing of the
National Film Board DVD Four Feet Up
Working with the Lunenburg Community
Health Board, South Shore Family
Resource Association and Debbie Reimer,
Executive Director of Kids Action
Program (Canning, NS) the 45 minute
film was shown to about 100 people in
Bridgewater and Lunenburg in the fall.
The committee has purchased this DVD
so that it can continue to be shown in our
church and community.

Funds for the Breakfast Program are being
raised through congregational support in
offering envelopes and loose change in the
“well”. A musical concert in November
raised $843.52 from those who attended
(congregation members and residents of
Lunenburg). Performers included Zion
members as well as choirs from the
Academy and professional musicians in
Lunenburg.

The amount raised from October through
December 2010 for the Breakfast Program
was $1092.07. A cheque was presented to
the Principal, Jill Martin in January 2011.
This money is helping support the 15 to 20
children who get their breakfast at the
Academy each school day.

Halifax Lutheran Hospital
Chaplaincy

As many of you know the Conference is
working in partnership with the Anglican
Diocese of NS and PEI in providing
chaplaincy at the QEII and VG hospital
sites of Capital Health in Halifax. For a
number of years, the Conference has
supported a 20% salary for Rev. Les
Skonnord, with 80% salary provided by
the Anglican Diocese. Pastor Les has been
and is in team ministry with Rev. Keirsten
Wells, an Anglican priest. In recent
restructuring of the Capital Health system
chaplaincy has been floating in limbo.
Chaplaincy has continued, however, the
way in which it is being provided is
changing. Pastor Les and Pastor Keirsten

are in the hospitals visiting but each has
been given a site: Pastor Les at QEII,
Pastor Keirsten at VG. Working in team
chaplaincy and in partnership with each
other, Lutherans and Anglicans need to
understand that Pastor Les and Pastor
Keirsten share the list of visits. If you find
yourself in the hospital either one of them
may be in to see you.

Changes are also coming that will mean
less information is given to chaplains and
local clergy. It is vital that if you, or
someone you know, is admitted to hospital
please contact your pastor to let them
know. Also within the hospital, spiritual
care 1s not always the top priority

of hospital staff or administration,
therefore it is necessary for patients to
request a chaplain to visit. Ask those who
are attending you. If you request to see a
chaplain you will receive a visit.

Give More — Live Longer

What would you give to live longer and
better? Try giving of yourself. All the
great spiritual teachings agree that it is
better to give than to receive, and science
agrees. According to an article in
Psychology Today (July 2003), a team of
researchers at the University of Michigan
found that giving enhances life and
promotes longevity. The form of giving is
not important, say the researchers. It can
be in the form of emotional, physical,
spiritual, or financial support. Examples



from the research team included
supportive activities such as driving a
friend to the doctor, volunteering to
deliver meals to the housebound, helping
a sick or elderly neighbour with shopping,
or caring for a chronically ill family
member. Giving, in the form of emotional
support, included making the other person
feel loved, cared for, and listened to.
Giving to and helping others was shown
to increase overall positive emotions in
the giver which promoted cardiovascular
health, boosted immunity, lowered the
frequency of colds and other infections,
and speeded wound healing. The flip side
of this research showed that the act of
receiving had no influence on longevity.
In fact, being too often on the receiving
end can create feelings of dependency on
other people and lead to a sense of guilt
and anxiety. Balance is the key.

Eastern Synod Scholarship Fund &
Spencer-Barche Education Trust Fund

HISTORY AND PURPOSE

These funds are available for the school year 2011-2012. The purpose is to encourage, through
financial support, Christian young people enrolling in post-secondary educational institutions. This
support is designed to enable them to pursue a vocation in society as Christian men and women.

A BURSARY PROGRAM

The Synod Scholarship Fund is a program administered by the Eastern Synod of the Evangelical
Lutheran Church in Canada when funds are available. A selection committee appointed by the
Synod Council directs the Synod Scholarship Fund.

The Spencer-Barche Educational Trust Fund is a program coordinated by the Eastern Synod and the



Regional Board for Lutheran Campus Ministry — Eastern Canada. A Board of five Trustees that
have been appointed to supervise its activities directs this Trust Fund.

It is not solely a scholarship program based upon academic achievement. Rather, it seeks to make
awards to those people who have special financial needs and as an encouragement to their pursuit of
a post-secondary education (college and/or university).

The amount of the awards will normally be $1,000 for the Synod Scholarship Fund and will range
from $250 to $400 for the Spencer-Barche Fund. The number of awards will be based upon the
number and needs of the applicants. The awards for the Synod Scholarship Fund will be made
whenever funds are available, and for the Spencer-Barche fund on an annual basis with recipients
eligible to apply in subsequent years.

ELIGIBILITY

The following general guidelines will apply to awards:

A) Recipients of awards from the Synod Scholarship Fund must be members of Eastern
Synod congregations who are engaged in or about to engage in full-time post-secondary
school studies. Preference will be given to first yearstudents.

B) Recipients of awards from the Spencer-Barche Fund are not required to be Lutheran,
however, the following criteria will be seriously considered:

1. an active member of a congregation of the Eastern Synod

1i. an active member of a Lutheran congregation

1ii. an active participant of the Christian Church.

C) The Selection Committee will consider the following factors in order of their priority:

1) Christian character 2) Financial need 3) Personality

4) Vocational promise 5) Dedicated participation in the Church

6) Dedicated participation in the Community 7) Academic Achievement

D) Awards will not normally be made to students studying in educational institutions of
theology (i.e. Seminaries) leading to a vocation in the ordained ministry.

E) Previous recipients of the Synod Scholarship Funds are eligible to apply for a Spencer-
Barche grant, but will not be considered for a second Synod Scholarship grant.

F) Previous recipients of Spencer-Barche Funds are eligible to apply for subsequent Spencer-
Barche grants, as well as the one-time Synod Scholarship grant.

G) Recipients should remain active in the ministry of the Church during the period of the
award. Such involvement might include participation in Christian witness through the
campus ministry program of the Lutheran Church.

H) The Board of Trustees of the Spencer-Barche Trust Fund and the Committee for the Synod
Scholarship Fund have the discretionary power to vary the aforesaid guidelines.
